I am quite without what is conventionally called
education. T have been told it was not intended that
I should have, for academic education does not mani-
fest spiritual and intellectual humility, but more often
than not it fetters and binds, and acts as a "block’ to
a higher understanding of life. My education &d not
really begin until 1954.

My background is an unpretentious one ; my life has
been an ordinary one. I was born in Chicago, Illinois,
March 14th of the year 1908, the seventh member of
the family. At the age of four, my mother and her
children moved to Hollywood, Calif. Being a nurse and
obstetrician, she established and operated the Holly-
wood Sanitarium for assisting women in childbirth.
I grew up in the Los Angeles-Hollywood area and quit
achool after attending the ninth grade at Virgil Jr.
High School. 1 then acquired a truck-driving job for
myself. My mother wanted me to be a doctor or elee-
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trician, but like most children I waa contrary to what
mpther wighed me to become. When I was about gix-
teen, mother moved to Good Hope Acres in the conntry.
I spent many happy days awimming and boating at
nearby Lake Elsinore, duriﬁg' which time T miracu-
lousy escaped drowning in a whirlpool. I was later
employed for a time in a Safeway grocery store, and

Hfter that drove freighl-line between Los Angeles

and Texas. I did nol escape The Depression un-
scathed. During WPA (Works Progress Adminis-
tration) I was employed as 8 Senior Clerk and Time-
keeper. Succeeding this job I went to Los Angeles and
drove truck for my brother, later joining the Operat-
ing Engineers in 1940.- I worked under their juris-
diction as heavy-equipment operator until four years
agoe when I sought and received employment with the
State of California Division of Forestry in 1854.. ..

In the early part of 1953 while working at Iron Mt.,
California, my life was again miraculously spared.
The difference this time being that a Voice spoke tome.
Nearly a year later I realized my first contact via
mental telepathy with the Space Men. Seven and a
half months after my first mental communication I
‘had my first objective contact, person to person. About
five months afterwards I rode the great spacewsays at
a rate of apeed that defies all imagination.

There you have my life history all in a nutshell, and
for the most part an uneventful one up until 1953. No
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doubt you are wondering why I have been contacted
by people from other planets, At this time I can only
revesal that it is due to a Cause set up in a past incar-
nation, ' :

I do not expect you to take my narration for gran-
ted, but in reading it may you do so with diligence,
weigh it and consider, and taste well thereof, failing
not to read between the lines. 1 fully realize that many
are not ready to accept such z story as mine as one
of fact, and will only scoff at it, but no individual's
personal opizion will alter the truth. Personally, I
shall not feel badly if you choose to remain & aképtic,
for everyone ia free fo believe or dishelieve. On the
other hand, I know that there are those who are seck-
ing and who are ready, and will therefore find that
epecial apark of truth herein that will canse thely dim,
inner flicker of light’ to kindle and glow like a candte,
and grow ever brighter. It will glow in the dark and
the light will banish that darkness,

Undoubtedly there will be those who feel that I have
done nothing but find fanlt with my people. If I con-
done my fellow-men in their mistakes then I help to
strengthen the condition. I have pointed out the things
that are deirimental o their progress, knowing that
in trying to explain the truth in the world that I'Dl ‘get
it in the neek” from every direction. I have apoken in
the nature of reproof that the nnawakened may be
alerted to the true eondition of man's existence today,
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and realize that inherently man does not desire de-
struction or Lo wage wars, but is driven by his fears,
and therefore, we must beeome more conterned with
the Creator and His Divine Laws than we are con-
cerned with man-made laws. We do not neceasarily
need repudiation of present religions, but a realization
of the one true religion that tanght by Jesns, the
Christ, to his disciples.

1 am aware that beings of other planets are clear out
of onr realm of limited thinking—that is for most of
us—which means it is difficult to accept them or their
words of wisdom. But they arc among us—in the ficlds
of science, in government cireles, in all walks of life,
quietly guiding those few willing to make this a better
world,. Unbeknown to men of Earth they have, the
past several years, rendered indispensable service in
many ways, without which we undoubledly would not
be here today. They know that in the beginning, man-
kind did not learn his lesson, and since has denied the
things of spirit, failing to serve his Creator, and in-
stead, consciously or unconsciously trying to be a
creator, without knowing the power he is exercising.
They stress that we do not underatand the nature of
the Oreator and that we lack this understanding. be-
canar of the shackles of tradition and belief which we
must cast off, and in place establish spiritual freedom.

In the second place, such denial
is blasphemy, for it is limiting the Creator in His In-

There are those of us who know the truth that in-
habitants of other worlds are among us, coming and
going, having learned our ways and fitted themselves
into our society so that they are inconspicnons, for
too many people yet disbelieve there are other human
beings outside the realm of the planet Earth. It is
urgent that certain truths must be given to the world
throngh contactees who are willing to serve. We have
been in contact with them perston to person in the
physical, these meetings having nothing whatever to
do with spiritualistic, peychic, or supernatural phe-
nomena. When [ say ‘there are those of us,' I refer,
too, to those of officialdom in the various governments
of this Earth, who have been coniacted, but as yet
refuse to make any public admission. Skepticism and
ridicule are partly the reason for their silence.

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Chapter Two

TIME OF TROUBLE

¢Puring 19563 and through a tape recording Mr. George
Adamski had played for us, 1 became reacquainted
with Mr, Truman Bethurum, then of Redondo Beach,
- California, who had had several contacts with a scow
from the planet Clarion. I had first met Mr. Bethurum
in 1948 when we were both employed on a construction
job under the jurisdiction of the International Union
of Operating Engineers. Now, when he returned to
Overton, Nevada, in the anticipation of a promised
twelfth contact, and due to our mutual interest in
Flying Saucers, he invited me to join him. It was
- through the interference of others, the detail of which
I shall omit, that his hoped for contact did not occur at
this time. However, after months of long waiting, his
faith in a promised return was, he has now disclosed,
rewarded in December 1956,

I will add that while in Overton, and due to observ-
ing too strictly custom and social convention of our
Earth people, I, too, missed a contact. No one told me
that T had missed, but deep within my being I felt it.
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After returning home I called on Mr. Adamski, and
without my having so much as mentioned this feeling
to him, he made a.flat statement out of a clear sky,
with a twinkle in his eyes, “So you missed your contact
while in Nevada.” He never explained how he knew,
but my hunch was confirmed.

I suppose I should have been greatly disappointed
that I had missed, but the disappointment I did ex-
perience was not long endured, and as the days passed
by, my interest in Flying Saucers never waned. About
four months later and on the ninth of March, 1964, a
strange incident occurred. I was on my way fo San
Bernardino, Calif., driving a Ford pick-up. I was
thinking I would visit a friend of mine in Redlands on
my way home, when the word ‘Pluto’ popped into my
mind and was repeated three times. The words that
followed were not too distinct at first, evidently due
to my inexperience with and lack of understanding of
the use of mental communication. However, at that
time I did not realize what was actually happening, 1
only knew that it recalled to me that miracle early in
1963 when a voice had solaced me. It is said by our
Earth people that there are such beings we call ‘guard-
ian angels.” There are various opinions as to what or
whom a3 guardian angel may be. How unbelievable it
may seem that they are no different from the most
humble soul that walks the Earth, other than being
richly imbued with a consciousness of Cosmic Laws
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and of pleasing the Creator or Supreme Intelligence,
and carrying out His will.

The sensation of high vibration* that accompanied
this experience left me no little perturbed, lasting the
greater part of the day. On my way home I was in
doubt whether or not to relate this incident {0 my
wife, not being certain what she might think. But I
was glad that I told her for she was of the opinion
that it was not anything to be alarmed about, but
rather a happy occasion, for she believed I had had a
contact, and that it would probably be wise to talk to
Mr. Adamski about it.

A few contacts and five days later I went to Mr.
Adamski for advice. He sssured me I had been con-
tacted, but absolutely not by any spirit:** that the
sensation that accompanied the contact was due to the
high trequency of the space-man's thought. Thus be-
gan a series of contacts by telepathic impression or
thought transference. I was informed that [ was re-
ceptive and, indeed, I was given ample practice, being

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assured that everyvthing would be eclear to me in time.
These people, our Brothers, feel their every thought,
and so poignant is that feeling that you are impreg.
nated with it, too. Their messages are always closed
with blessings and love, and it is impossible to convey
by the written word the impressiveness expressed
by them.

Then the day finally came when I had presumedly
progressed in receptivity to the degree that I was
ready to be contacted clairaudiently or by the imner
voice which was distinctly audible as though someone
were present and conversing with me, vet, st the same
time, it was as if it originated in the brain or the inner
ear. Anyone sitting next to me would not necessarily
be aware whatever of such communication, for when
a higher dimension is realized by the awakened
mind,ni:t;lmmwith our Brothers of other
planets, thoughts and words can be sent around the
world at a rate of speed that transcends what we con-
sider the speed of light, and they are heard by those
for whom they are intended.

Although it has been proven by scientific tesls that
such power as mental communication exists, it is not
only one of the strangest phenomena in the world, but
we are not able to define the law under which it mani-
fests. Yet such communication is & common thing
with people of other planets who have developed thus
far by “attuning the inner man to the Cosmie and



becoming channels for the magnetic force of the
universe."”

When we speak of telepathic communication we
must recognize that man has two separate and dis-
tinet minds, the objective and the subjective. All
communications must take place between the sub-
jective minds, whatever part may or may not be
taken by objective minds.

The whole human body is a magnet in as much as
it has two polarities, and every person possesses

i in either latent or active state. The
magnetic force of each person vibrates in a certain
octave or vibration, and it is upon this magnetic
force that telepathic thought is conveyed when di-
rected by the will to the person you are directing it
to. Thought is of high electrical content, and the
sender and receiver must be attuned to the same
mental vibratory wave length, for harmony and
attunement of minds is the first requisite for mental
communication from one brain to another. The
human will is the director of the magnetic current;
the magnetic current is the carrier of thought, and
is capable of almost unlimited extension when prop-
erly directed by the will. Communication may take
place between persons in the same room or thou-
sands of miles apart, and at any time.

In a greater or lesser degree, magnetism, a vital
foree of a fine electrical nature, radiates from every
human body, and since each individual has his own
particalar rate of vibration he can be attuned to ac-
cordingly, much as you turn the dial of your radio to
the frequency or wave length of the desired station,

for two minds in attunement are sending and receiving
stations. I was not capable of attuning my mind to
that of the space-man, but for him, having that under-
standing of the more subtle energies and the ability
to use them, it was a simple thing to attune his mind
to mine that he might commune with me.

Here I wish to point out that when continual contact
is necessary with a mind of a much lower vibratory
wave length than his own, a space-man can use a
sending and receiving instrument which acts as an
intermediary, raising or lowering the vibrational rate
of the thought waves of the sender or receiver to the
same unified frequeney, making it possible for the
twe minds to communicate. That is, the instrument
intercepts the mental message sent out from a mind
of a low vibrational seale, multiplying the frequency
into the high octave of vibration needed to reach the
space-man’s mind, thus conveying the message to him.
Also the process is reversed, the instrument acting as
a step-down frequency transformer, converting the
high vibration to the lower rate required for attune-
ment. This particular instrument is used to eliminate
any detrimentsal effects that a continual lowering of
one’s state of consciousness could cause. Conceding a
low vibration to be nom-constructive, we should strive
to cast our thoughts ever upward into the higher rates
of vibration, into freedom of Light, Love and Life.
Then, too, by thus raising the state of our consclous-
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ness we can meet our Brothers of other worlds on &
level and harmonize with them.

These Guardians of Space, our Brothers, are contin-
ually doing all they can in many ways to benefit man-
kind, although they could do much more if this were
not a quarantined world. ie. This mediator type in-
strument is not only emploved for individual contacts,
but to send thought impressions to untold numbers of
people. Many are unknowingly benefited in this man-
ner, the instrument being adjusted to transmit within
& given area, positive and harmonious thoughts, re-
layed in & specific octave of vibration. Anyone within
that given area whose vibratory wave length is some-
where within that certain range of vibration will
receive some of these impressions. If one’s frequency
should be synchronized to the entire octave in which
the thoughts are transmitted he would receive all of
the contributory impressions.

It is possible to use this equipment for mind im-
pingement; that is, to direct thought impressions to
an individual not capable of normal reception, ecom-
pelling him to speak aloud the impressions sent to him.
But this is never done for negative purposes, but
always for the highest good. Yet, suppose that rulers
of a nation on this Barth, ruling supreme over all other
nations, came into possession of similar machines and
used them with evil intent, forcing the people to bow
down beneath their reign like robots.
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Let us refer to the Book of Revelation, Chapter 18:
16-17-18.

Verse eighteen has aroused more controversy
than almost any other verse in the Bible. The num-
ber of the beast is the number of man, not a man;
the ‘a’ being an interpolation. The number 666 is
ﬂenhrmynmhwufﬂmnd:mufvihr:ﬂnn
along which man's thought travels. Tha basic
vibratory thonght octave of mankind is 666 million
millions. In other words this is a universal thought
octave of all mankind. Each and every man, forced
to submit to an operation, would have individual
connection or vibration, along which this universal
thought octave can travel, and would have its eor-
responding or like vibration in a machine, which
would also be stamped with his individual number
or mark. The ruling council would direct at will the
actions and thoughts of all subjects attuned to the
tiny machines in the great scientific laboratories.

This could very well come to pass while the anti-
christ is in power.

Man, through the
law of Cause and Effect, has brought negation into his
world, and he must combat and remove it. Without



question he has now entered into the Time of Trouble
so often written of and so long prophesied—Arma-
geddon.

We are now being confronted with turbulent condi-
tions preceding the final terrific struggle of the Battle
of Armageddon.

According to a review of the events of 1956 there
are some two hundred and fifty-eight religious bodies
in the United States. The four major denominations
are Protestant, Roman Catholic, Jewish, and Eastern
Orthodox, besides the many minor religious divisions
or churches. Each has its appeal to the minds of those
in their various stages of manifestation, and we grant
that they are inspiring to such of those as understand
only so much. All these religious societies have their
places in the scheme of things, and their purpose must
be fulfilled, although as a whole they leave many blank
spaces in man’s understanding of himself.

Though our Christian Bible is based on the most
ancient of Hebrew teachings, it is not infallible.

In thinking that the universe revolves around our-
selves few of us realize that during the time of Jesus,
the Christ, the multitudes who had neither eyes to see
nor ears to hear were in exactly the same state as the
people today. Jesus could not give but a parl of his
great teachings because of the lack of understanding
of the great mass of people at that time. He tried to
give the mystery teachings to them, but they would
not accept them; they were not ready to be given the
inner mysteries or essence of Truth about their
relationship to God.

Jesus, the Christ, and his immediate followers were
unquestionably versed in the Kabbalistic teachings
which he taught in two manners, one to the great
multitudes and anather to the select few who formed
the apostles and disciples. We know he said to the
disciple Matthew: “Unto you it is given to kmow the
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mysteries of the Kingdom of Heaven but unto them it
is not given because seeing they see not for their eye
is closed and their ear is deaf and they cannot under-
stand.”

3o few there are who know about their own religion,
its origin, its fundamental principles, its history, or
the symbolism involved. The trouble is there are
doetrinal differences among the churches, and our mod-
ern Christian religions are for the most part bigoted
and confusing, too often incomplete and fanatical, and
therefore have resulied in people discarding the faith
of the past and substituting it with doubt. If we listen
to the inner-self we will be astonished to find that for
a long time truth has been knocking on the door of cur
consciousness, and that the fault has been our com-



prehension. Rather than to demolish the entire fabric
of our present religious beliefs we need to teach a
deeper comprehension of the spiritual truths imbedded
therein, and to build on these. Knowledge that has
brought us to our present understanding need not be
cast aside, neither should we limit ourselves from gain-
ing a better understanding by assuming we cannot
learn more, or that we have all the truth and there is
no more to add and nothing to take away.

To gain a realization of happiness or heaven does
not mean we have prepared ourselves for a life of
inactivity. Each day we should make real, and be con-
scious of the happiness we believed hitherto we must
die to attain. We cannot shirk responsibility. It is an
act of weakness to try to shift our thoughts and acts
upon another, even as we have so long blamed hell and
the devil. If some one tells you of a way to happiness,
and you follow in that belief, you may prove or dis-
prove its personal value, but nevertheless, you must be
the final arbiter of your own destiny.

Most of us have heard or used the expression, “If
only I knew that this is so. How can I know?"

The average person has not reached an understand-
ing whereby he may reach absolute Knowing. First
comes desire and then effort, for no one can gain
Krnowing by sitting still. It is not enough to say that
this is or that is so, only to find it contradicting life as
we know it. We, ourselves, are responsible as to

whether we will recognize the truth when it is given
to us, and that depends on our comprehension. With
understanding comes the ability to know. But if we do
not understand that life is a manifestation of law, if
we don't know ourselves for the truth that we are, we
have not approached Truth, we cannot recognize the
Truth of another or that of the Universe.

The only way we can find the higher truth which is
beyond the limitations of materiality in which we have
our being, is by elevating the state of our consciousness
to such a degree that we realize, hear, and feel with
the inner, higher self, rather than our physical ears
and eyes. Our goal must be a balance in all things if
we hope to master all things and attain to Enowing.

Since Truth is the highest teacher there is, we must
seck that truth as a quality rather than a personality.
Truth is positively impersonal and is related in no way
to any individual. Those who have studied this or
followed that teacher to gain truth usually find only
disappointment.

Many persons who have gained a little enlighten-
ment or who may have been seekers for years have
been heard to declare, "This is all there is; no one can
teach me now, I have found what is truth for me,” yet
in reality it may be but a smattering of truth. That
which may be comprehensible and acceptable to one
man as truth, another neither believes to be truth nor
understands it. This is because Truth can only be



absorbed by each individual in accordance with their
capacities for understanding that truth.

Chapter Four

COSMIC CYCLES

IN 1955 our Brothers imparted to me that our planet
Earth was going through a cycle change, that the year
nineteen hundred and fifty-five was the ebb of the Old
Age before transiting into the seventh cycle or new
Earth cycle.

May of the year 1956 marked the long awaited
beginning of the New Age or seventh Earth Cycle
of material Earth during which the power and the
Kingdom of the Christ is to come to man, though
first, mankind must pass through a period in which
the things of darkness will multiply for a time."”
Our Brothers continued, “Some of your people will

advance to a more highly evolved planet to incarnate.
Many will go to a planet on a lower level of exist-
ence, vet on the same level as Earth at the time they
leave it. As a planet passes through a cycle change,
it is always progressing ; the people who have prepared
themselves will also advance in universal growth and
understanding.”

Man is far more ancient on this Earth than we have
been taught. There was a time in the far past history
of our planet when there were those on higher evolved
planets in this and other systems who did not move
along with the great mass consciousness, who refused
to live in brotherly relationship, who were arrogant
and unruly, seeking to hold back man's progress. They
were exiled to this Earth, as well as to some other
worlds set aside for this purpose, that they might work
out their salvation in their own way. These were the
‘fallen angels’ referred to in our Scriptures.

While civilizations on our Earth have risen and
fallen, beings on other planets in this system have
steadily continued to progress intellectually, spiritually
and socially by fulfilling the will of the Creator.

Jesus
gave his disciples exactly the same teaching of rein-
carnation as was tanght in the esoteric schools in the
inner circles of the East. “His every act was a por-
trayal of the life of man, incarnation after incarnation,
until he overcomes every experience of life.”

Our Brothers reminded me that many people of the
planet Earth believe that each soul is created newly for
each new body and has never existed elsewhere on the
material plane, that we should understand that the
soul realizes reincarnation but that the consciousness
of man manifesting on the physical plane is veiled by
materiality and therefore unaware of former exist-
ences, or life in other ‘temples.’

Those who do not accept reincarnation as a reality
are those who believe that as God ordains or wills
everything is, has been and will be, and they never
enterlain the thought that the will of God may be
funetioning according to Infinite Order and subject
to Cosmic Law, and that God might be existing
because of an Infinite Activity, and Infinite Progres-
sion.

Yes, the New Age, a new dawn of men, has begun
and ere it closes the law of incarnation will dissolve.

The thirty-three centers spoken of also refer to the
thirty-three principles of the Kabballa. The thirty-
three degrees of Masonry stem from these thirty-three
principles.

Nor, in His great wis-
dom, is it the Creator’s wishes to cause harm. We must
speak Truth. Through understanding and compassion
peace will come to your world.”

Jesus said, “I judge no
man.” If he did not judge, who are we that we do so?
We should forgive and forget the wrongdoings of
another, and look to find their good qualities.

Our greatest knowledge is that of young
children in comparison with the masters of science in
the Cosmic university. When the Creator manifested
the galaxies He also manifested certain Law by which
the solar system must operate.

They could change the course of events and even pre-
vent the last phase of Armageddon.

Our daily news reports are
confirmation of this forewarning. Our Brothers also

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which are creeping upon him from all sides. It is not
necessary to recount the many incidents of the wrath
of nature, freakish, unexplainable accidents, sickness
and disease, for the observant person knows they have
been occurring.

With all these realities man is facing
it can be seen that people have ceased to understand
each other and are failing to cooperate in their under-
takings. If the people of the world did understand
each other today would there be the conditions existent
that are existent?

When the change
reaches a certain point, the position of the Earth's ax-
is will shift, changing the present location of the north
and south poles. There will be tremendous earth-
quakes, parts of the globe sinking and rising. When
land masses disappear beneath the waters, others re-
appear that the equilibrium of the planet be main-
tained. Following this there will be dimensional

changes and man will gain 2 new concept of God's
creation. The relationship of one planet to another
will change 8o there will be free movement of material
beings and of souls from lower evolved worlds to high-
er evolved worlds as well as vice versa. However, there
are many things that have to occur first that are only
now beginning, such as manifestation of power and
force man has never dreamed of!

Therefore it is urgent that man prepare himself to
fit in the New Age we have already entered—a New
Apge that is not of Earth alone but is a Cosmie thing
manifesting upon all planets of all systems.

As he comes
into fuller expression of the Cosmic, he perceives new
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and grander roads to greatness. However, our Brothers
have interrupted their advancement to a degree in
order to do their part to safeguard this planet Earth
from destruction. Anything drastic happening to one
planet would affect all because of their relation to one
another. Nevertheless, they do not interfere with
Nature; she will have her way. There will be many
changes in our weather, and conditions will be un-
pleasant. (This can be summarized in the unusual
earthquakes, storms, sea and air disasters). Weather,
astronomical and scientific forecasts will prove in-
accurate in many instances.

Our Brothers disclosed that they are busy trying to
keep our planet in balance, for the destructive experi-
ments made in nuclear research by the different
governments affect the already off-balanced condition
of the Earth. These various governments of our world
are not of any assistance, whatever;they are doing many
things that are destructive. Our Brothers went on to
say that they work only in harmony with the laws of
the Creator; they would not take measures to arrest
the governments in their destructiveness by the only
means they could understand (war and aggression),
but that they were taking steps to warn them to do the
Creator's Will, which would be very difficult for them
to comprehend ; that they would hold a conference soon.
The Guardians, our Brothers, do not exhibit their

powers or intervene except under stress of absolute
necessity. i

Because material science is stripped of social and
spiritual science, because their efforts are made from
effect to effect whereas they could achieve greater
success if they worked from cause to effect, our scien-
tists do not know how to take care of what they create,
such as radiatien fallout. As more and more radio-
activity gathers high in our upper atmosphere, the
danger lies in decomposition of all living matter. Of the
green ‘fire-balls’ that have been observed throughout
the world, one type, sent down from gigantic space-
laboratories, has been used to neutralize and absorb
concentrations of radiation created through our bomb
experiments, otherwise radiation would be more pre-
valent in our atmosphere than it is. More recently
scientists of our neighboring planets have widely re-
placed the use of the ‘fire-ball’ with another force,
manifestad as a high frequency ray.

As early as April 1954 our Brothers told me that my
government had accidentally created a dangerous by-
produet in producing the cobalt bomb that was far
worse than any H-bomb, “If they discover what they
have they will play with it like a cat with a mouse; if
they do not discover it, it is possible they may make a
disastrous slip. A slight change of a few degrees
temperature would be fatal!" I understand that this
by-product had to be nullified through a higher power.



Later 1 was told that the atmosphere of our planet
was in bad condition. That it would cause destruction
and severe sickness for the people. And they hoped our
government would become cognizant of what it had
done before they went too much farther with their
experiments. In January 1956 they referred again to
the government: “If your government would lay aside
their experiments in nuclear fission and study the
change in Nature’s conditions, they would be of re-
course to their people. The government should refrain
from the series of tests they have planned. One in
particular is very dangerous. In the process of detona-
tion their expected conversion results and amounts
of energy release will produce effects quite different
from anything they have knowledge of. It may not
cause destruction at once, but it would not be long. It
will change your planet’s atmospheric condition. Their
experiments have already caused much trouble they
know nothing about. There are many things to happen
which your people cannot control.”

Here they were foretelling of the tests made at the
Pacific proving ground and particularly referring to
Cherokee, the second test detonation in Operation
Redwing, whose demoniacal fury was released into the
heavens on May the twenty-first, 1956. This test, so it
was said, was delayed ten days in a series of postpone-
ments because of climatic conditions. Neverthelesa it
was rumored that it was not under perfect control and
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did not prove successful as expected. Except for flow-
ery deseription little was reported at first, then two top
TV commentators stated the bomb was seven miles off
its target; that the mighty shock wave hit a nearby
island where there were technical recording instru-
ments, which were destroyed. Also the power of the
blast was so gargantuan that it ripped the air with
terrific pressure and heat waves over thousands of
square miles; that the incandescent intensity of Hght
penetrated and blanched shadow and substance to the
degree that the bodies of the task group appeared
much as when you view one's shadowy anatomy
through the fluoroscope. Following this TV report,
newspaper reports made contradiction, stating that the
bomb was two and/or three miles off target. Those of
you who diligently follow the news on these research
experiments and rocket shoots know that the majority
do not prove successful as planned and anticipated,
being but impractical and costly. :
We cannot forget the ghastly A-bomb dropped over
Hiroshima in 45 as merely a passing horror. Neither
can we set aside as something to be forgotten, and
considered only as a means of protection in event of
warfare, the nuclear tests made thereafter. All,
however great or however small, will reverberate
somewhere in our world. We've scattered seed and
shall reap the harvest. When a thermonuclear test is
made there may not be an immediate manifestation



as a result, but it sets up a current of energy in the
ether of space within the strata of our atmosphere
which returns again to us in a like condition though
more concentrated. Consider the so-called sonic blasts
we are told are caused by jet planes or supersonie
there is no plane in the area at the time of the con-
cussion. On such occasions, what then is the answer?
‘Echoes’ of A-and-H-bomb detonations? We may well
experience more severe effects as we continue to re-
lease deadly chemical elemenis into our atmosphere.
It is even possible that our planet itself may be effected
to the extent that it will be rent apart.

In the June twenty-fifth, 1956 issue of the Newsweek
Magazine it is stated that “on one great point or issue
—{allout radiation—opinions have always been sharp-
ly divided."” This article admits in part the serious
effects of radiation, however denying any evidence
that it effects weather or climate. To quote in part:
“Last week in Washington the National Academy of
Science published the first explicit and definite fallout
report. The academy has spent a year evaluating the
results of countless animal experiments and reports
on human victims, including the survivors of Hiro-
shima and Nagasaki, Marshall Islanders and Japanese
fishermen. Its concensus confirmed what some scien-
tists have long warned: Even the lowest levels of
radiation can have serious effects.”

“The academy supported the AEC's claim that
nuclear tests do not raise the earth's level of rays to
a dangerous degree; but it verified thai any atomic
war would instantly change the global radiation pic-
ture for the worse, leaving mankind more susceptible
to leukemia, cancers, eye cataracts sterility and
shortening of life.”

Yet in the May fourteenth number of Newsweek,
an article appears which reeks of mean pride in de-
struction at the expense of the nation. To quote in
part: “The U. S. at last is capable of dropping an
H-bomb—the equivalent of 10 million tons of TNT—
from an airplane at 50,000 feet. To prove it, the U.S,
is conducting Operation Redwing—a series of thermo-
nuclear tests off Eniwetok Atoll in the Pacific.”

This is followed by a statement that is in contra-
diction to the June twenty-fifth article, quote: “The
radio-active fallout is of little danger to the world or
even to those within the vicinity of the explosion; as
it contributes to the radio-active background against
which we all live, it is even less important.”

To quote the article of June twenty-fifth: “The most
startling revelation was not about present dangers
but the perils of mutations in future generations.” It
would seem contradiction is an excellent instrument to
keep the mass of people confused as to what is true or
false, and drifting in a rudderless boat in a sea of
befuddled thoughts.
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To continue quote of May fourteenth magazine to
exemplify costly expenditures involved, “The first
explosion was part of a vast atom-and-hydrogen-bomb
test which will cost more than $150 million [attention
Mr. Taxpayer] exclusive of service equipment and

nuclear material, and requires 13,500 men, 118 air-
craft, 31 boats and 22 ships.”

Our current attempt to acquire greater power
through the atom, and our handling of the problem of
space flight is maladjusted as well as a waste of our
resources. Energies intended for man's welfare, the
forces our leaders and proponents of nuclear flssion
have employed to create destruction, are the same
forces that can be used to create constructively. It
would be far wiser to take time to marshal these
powers constructively rather than destructively, and
to make more effort to achieve and finance a world-
wide peace movement which is far more urgent, and
vitally essential if man expects to survive on this old
Earth. We should never forget that nature has plenty
of worlds to experiment with—man only has one!

&rratic man plunges blindly and alarmingly onward
while the Guardians of Space stand by, assisting in
many ways unknown to us, desiring always to give a
helping hand to turn man aside from the yawning
abyss his stumbling feet approach; desiring to ‘steer
him aright without taking the bull by the horns’.

is more important than the planning and scheming
of any power-hungry clique of one-worlders that can
be gotten together anywhere on earth.
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Major Tadao Watanabe refusing to indulge in
double-talk, stated this year ('56) “We Japanese are
not fooled by the peace talk of the Reds. We hope
there will never be another war, but we know that
peace means more than merely outlawing atomic
bombs. Peace is like a table with four legs, They are
liberty, justice, security, and brotherhood. Knock
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down any one of these legs, and the table falls. Yet

peace”—Pathfinder. It is easier to create dissension
by talk than to assure peace thereby, for peace is
much more thg.n a matter of talk, past, present, or
future.

If the
people and the leaders want peace, how is it then
that they do nof positively want complete righteons-
ness and that they do not want and demand honesty
and integrity from the top to the bottom and from
the bqttum to the top?

Righteousness ‘and
peace are for the most part reciprocal. There is no
perfect peace without a full measure of sincerity
love, and purification. _ '

An old Chinese proverb goes: “If there is right-
eousness in heart there will be beauty in character.
_If there is beauty in character there will be harmony
in home.

Politically speaking, most people today not only

If we do not industriously transform our charac-
ter into something better during so-called peacetime,
wars will deprive us of that fortunate privilege, Do
we think we accomplish better through war what
we failed to try to attempt while we had peace in
which to do it? Is it not stupid to neglect duties in
doing what is right during peace only to use all
possible energy and skill during war to wreak wrong
and destruction all because the preceding peace was
misused? We might have simplified and improved
every department of life for better and wiser living
instead of resorting to wars, the nastiest way to

The Heaviside layer of Earth ranges
from twenty-eight to three hundred miles.* It holds
the atmosphere to Earth, and keeps it from vanish-

ing into outer space, acting as a boundary as well aa
protection. It acts as a buffer, or rather affords a

* The past few years and due to the incoming Earth eycle and the
changes taking place throughout the Cosmos, the eighth dimension
of our planet has expanded, moving cutward geveral hondreds of miles,
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side layer, they blend the frequency of their ship with
that which they enter into, by changing the polarity
of the magnetic force-field generated and surrounding
the ship.

To accomplish this a ship is so constructed that it
draws in the electro-magnetic force of space (electro-
magnetic or static-electricity everywhere present),
converting or condensing it into a magnetic force-field
or vortex which surrounds the ship. The radiation of
this force-field decreases in pressure and intensity as
it radiates outward from the ship, until it blends into
space itself. The frequency of the vortex is control-
lable by instruments within the ship. Thus by gener-
ating their own polarity, becoming one with the atmos-
phere, and controlling gravity, they are not hindered
in their space travel

To explain further the means of propulsion thai
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motivates their ships, I quote from the book Flying
Saucers by M. Doreal:

Magnetic currents flow throughout all the worlds
and all space like rivers, 2o close together that there
is one moving one way and one on another or slight-
ly different river or vibratory octave so that by mere
changing of a particular octave, a vessel motivated
by it can move in any direction instantaneously. It
can come to a dead stop, change its motion in an-
braking power of any kind whatsoever.

When a ship is attuned to these magnetic currents
it is not completely within this three-dimensional
world. In other words, as soon as it begins to move
on one of these magnetic currents it partially chang-
es in dimensionality and as a result it is neither sub-
ject to the gravitational pull of the earth or to
friction; it is not subject to material stress and
strains and its movement is unlimited as long as it
stays partially within the three-dimensional world,
because during the time of its movement it immerses
itself in the magnetic current and takes on a differ-
ent dimensionality than the material world. That is
the reason they can take on terrific speed and sud-
denly vanish because they have vanished not in space
but in dimension.* They go to the second dimen-

* Dimenslona In themselves are planes of comprehension. Each di-
mension ls scparate, 8 one dimensional plane, and on any plane we
are limited In movement and direction only by our comprehension.
‘We speak of the material world that we dwell In as & place of three
dimensions, but In reality & is only a One dimenslonal world In
which we have s concept of three dimensions. The higher dimensional
planes are unlike the world of the senses, for movement upon them
does not depend upon the functions of the semses. The abllity to
eonceive of the different planes lies In the development of the Inner
mind or consclousness whose roots are burled In the Cosmic Mind*
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sion, and in that state, movement or speed is practi-

cally instantaneous from one point to another.

Our Brothers are operating on an entirely different
frequency or spectrum than we are here as third di-
mensional beings. [ doubt that any ordinary person,
scientist or physicist with what knowledge we have op
this planet could operate one of their ships. Certainly
not without their guidance, if at all. The secondary
electro-magnetic principle is involved. The human
body has to master the first degree of electro-mag-
netics. I am not speaking of primary electro-magnetics
which, as you know, is man-made.

This Earth and all upon it has its existence in an
all-pervading sea of electro-magmetic energy. We all
live in, have our being in and operate in this sea of
natural force, which is, at this present time, badly
affected by the negative thought vibration of the mass-
consciousness. This great universal power is univer-
sally distributed throughout all universes, and is the
principle by which the Earth rotates, is the principle
which holds the Earth in space, the primal secondary
electro-magnetic foree.

Magnetic electric currents are subtle, invisible cur-
rents that flow through everything in Nature. They
have become the source of all the energies and powers
that our Brothers use, not only to motivate their flying-
ships and operate instruments, but which gives them
power over all things in the animate world, the third
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dimension, and the second dimensional world. They
know how to control them and release them in great
power and force. They have oriented themselves inlo
such a higher state that they may have control over
life and death, over transfiguration and transmutation,
thus applying this system of electro-magnetics to their
own bodies, their own lives. If you develop your body
to a high enough frequency by raising the state of your
consciousness, you can levitate, walk on air, on the
waters, just as Jesus the Christ did.

Our own Earth generates magnetic currents and our
own bodies have magnetic energy flowing through
them. Man is the center in which all these forces and
currents are crossing and merging to try and find in
him the perfect expression, the perfect channel, and
for the reason that man is not a perfect channel, the
perfect expreasion is not found and the force passes
on. It depends on one’s state of vibration how they
intercept this power, how they take it on and how they
use it as to whether they can, in turn, use it to manifest
superhuman powers or to construct equipment that ean
absorb or draw in this secondary electro-magnetics and
convert it to use in various forms, from motivating
automobiles to supplying lighting systema.

Principles of secondary electro-magnetics is a vast
study, and can be worked out whereby mankind can be
greatly benefited. These electro-magnetic forces and
principles are free for anyone to utilize, being all-per-
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vading, everywhere present. The keys to these things
are now available to those who seek them. These natu-
ral, universal forces must not be employed in any
negative, destructive manner, but only for the highest
good.

~ Our Brothers can be called the Watchers of this
planet, and, of course, other worlds. If a knowledge of
the electro-magnetic forces and principles are used
destructively they can offer opposition by immediately
nullifying the force, then those with evil intent cannot
accomplish their purpose.

It is quite obvious that what man of Earth believed
vesterday to be true does not apply to today. And ever
it shall be as long as he continues to make the effort
to grow in knowledge and wisdom. But, how can he
believe he is growing or progressing when he calami-
tously condones in destructive preparation which can
only prevent growth, and that may rob us of a future?
The things being done are but barbaric and outside the
pale of civilization.

The world today, as a matter of fact, is in a lesser
degree of civilization than it has been many times in
the ages past. “But”, you may exclaim vehemently,
“That cannot be! We are civilized.”

But are we? If the world were civilized would there
be crimes, torture, mass murder, false doctrines, ete.?
Since war, hatred and intolerance are major factors in
the life of man, he is uncivilized. He has not advanced
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very much in the last two thousand years, having only
learned to use more of the laws of nature for his own
comfort. As far as his spiritual growth and awareness
are concerned he has made little progress.

Never were truer words spoken or writ than ‘Man,
know thyself and thou will know all things,' for this
saying contains within itself the germ of all truth,
When man knows himself, then and only then can he
know God. Until he does he can never travel the great
spaceways. He can never be free of the bondage of this
little “speck of dust’ called Earth. Man, a finite creature
because he is unbalanced on the finite plane which
causes him to be bound in the physical body, is limiting
All of his concepts are bound up within that limitation.

ny and understanding, and reflect the Christ-light into
the outer material world."” Our Brothers know that
the Kingdom will not be brought in without a terrific
struggle in the heart and soul of man, for many there
are who love darkness and will take their stand in
opposition and rejection. They know this Earth is a
prison world with many rebel souls, and as long as
they, the rebel souls, have an intense desire for power,
dominance, and destruction, that long will the struggle,
the battle exist.

Validated records have been kept of strange objects
that have been in the skies for centuries by
competent observers in Europe, Asia, America and
other places. The Earth has been watched for a long
time by races of other worlds, though it is not the only
planet that has been under obeervation, even in other
systems, For a long period of time this globe of ours
has been quarantined.

Our Brothers bid me with deep, impressive feeling,
“You may tell your people we would like to be welcome
to come openly, and not in secrecy as we have to plan.”
How can they come among us freely when there is
rampant in man's being a desire for power and dom-
inance over his fellow man?

Henece,
how can our Brothers come openly when the enamored
multitudes, satizfied with belief rather than knowledge,
do not understand that our danger lies here on Earth
with man himself, bul prefer to believe that they, our
Brothers, are the menace? Man has sought the lower,
and the world, rather than the higher and apiritual
and that which is bevond the world. Therefore, our
Brothers do not come openly and freely among us in a
gquarantined world.

It can be said they do not come among us freely for
the same reason that the Great White Lodge has stayed
apart from the world. There are some people who
wonder why those of the lodge do not come forth to
help a chaotic world. These Great Ones or Elder
Brothers are not material rulers, but spiritual rulers;
they are guides of mankind. They remain hidden from
the world at large for if material man could find his
way to them the masters would have to spend all their
time protecting themselves from power-mad men en-
deavoring to obtain the secrets they have. The Great
Ones are custodians of knowledge, and man must earn
the right to it.

It is being written in books and filmed for the mov-
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ies that Flying Saucers do exist but their home is not
the Earth. However, it all depends on what type of
UFO is being referred to. Readers and movie-goers are
being led astray with half-truths and fallacies which
are dangerous as well as misleading. The documented
picture ‘UFQ’S’, released in theaters throughout the
country the summer of 1956 was, I believe, the first
factual showing of its kind. Though it did not reveal
too much, it was a refreshing change from the fare of
silence or denial to which the public has been subjected,
in that it was admitted the UFO’'S are real, they do
exist, that they are solid objects, not birds or balloons
or hallucinations or reflected lights, that they are not
anything the United States is either experimenting
with or producing, and as far as they know, no other
country is producing any. I might add that the United
States and other countiries own a number of types of
modern planes that are kept secret from the public,
and are similar in appearance to so-called Flying
Saucers, and have been mistaken for them.

However, let us recall the movie “Earth vs. the
Flying Saucers”. This is a typical picture that implies
danger lies from invasion from outer-space, in this
instance from an asteroid belt, when in actuality, the
source of our only definite menace is here on our own
Earth. You will find that out some day.

As you probably know, the name Flying Saucer is a
misnomer, having been applied as early as 1947 to any
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unaccountable object observed in the skies, since there
were those sighted that appeared to look like up-side
down saucers. The Air Force has chosen to call these
“Flying Saucers” Unidentified Flying Objects or
UFO for short,

It should be disclosed to and understood by the
public that there are a number of UFO besides the
U.S. craft that have been mistaken for them. They can
be grouped in three groups and said to originate from
three sources. One, interplanetary, or the cylindrical
and round or globular objects. Two, the interdimen-
sional, or triangular or pyramid shaped objects, and
three, the earthly or disk-shaped objects. The various
kinds are seldom seen together as they are carrying
out entirely different purposes.

The interdimensional or triangle shaped objects that
have been seen at times, have appeared to have several
circles of light around them and to glow red. Our
world, though it may be difficult for you to believe, is
not the only inhabited place. In the dimensions of
space between planets and other solar systems there
are beings who live just as there are dwellers upon
other worlds. The triangle or pyramid shaped objects
are from the interlocking world space that is relative
to this world of ours. They are farther advanced than
we are in general, and have a knowledge our scientists
do not possess as yet. Though our atomic explosions
have damaged their realms considerably, there is no
danger from them.
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The interplanetary type that I and others have been
contacting are from higher evolved planets. These
great superconstructions are called “Mother Ships"
and “Spanners”, and are carriers of small ‘scout ships’
or cruising craft which are commonly used to travel
within the atmosphere of a planet. Those who travel
in these craft are divinely appointed Watchers or
Guardians of space, being given charge over the lesser
worlds, to guard them from harm. They guard against
lower evolved worlds striking against another. There
are antagonistic denizens of some not-so-highly evolved
worlds who would like nothing better than to invade
the Earth and sid the anti-christ during Armageddon.
Spiritually, man of Earth, has not advanced, while
scientifically and mechanically he has moved rapidly
forward during the past century. He is not ready for
the giant weapon he holds in his child-like hands. The
growing power of material science and technology may
destroy his spiritual foundations and civilization itself,
but he will not be permitted to pass to other worlds
and carry that destruction with him.

The earthly, or disk-shaped objects have been seen
over most every country, and particularly in places
where work dealing with nuclear materials for weap-
nmwrpuﬂincmuemnd_mmnmatbuhuiﬁadu
friendly. They are not of the friendly Martians,
Jupiterians, and other planet people coming to Earth
with friendly intentions. Regardless of what some
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people, some books, and some movies may imply, there
isnudlnmrufnttackfrmnwtenpmelmwr
Brothers of other planets in this system, bul rather
much necessitated succor when and as needed, and in
conformity with Cosmic Law.

There are those who question our need of outside
assistance, claiming that we have God to pray to for
deliverance. But who are we to question or say how
our prayers shall be answered? Are we not all agreed
that the Creator is the AllKnower? Can we then,
rightfully, say the source of help will not come through
people of other planets, the Creator’s helpers, who obey
His Will explicitly, not personal will as we do? When
human efforts have been so insufficient to cure the ills
of the world, what better way than to send His Chil-
dren of higher culture, evolution and wisdom to aid
their lowly brothers for whom they have great toler-
ance, love and compassion, much as a parent for an
erring child who has not yet learned right from wrong
and brings harm to himself or another. Who could be
more capable of directing and guiding us than these
elder Brothers who long ago trod the same path we
are now? They know how badly we shall need their
counsel and assistance before the Time of Trouble has
passed away, for as they have iold me, “Mundane
beings of Earth do not understand how to receive help
from or commune with their Creator, and most all of
their churches are misled!” Instead of showing man

what would happen if he lived in accord with Divine
Law, the churches have taught fear and hell. There
are those that have preached Christ, and instigated
hate. Through fear and hate no lasting gains can be
made either by individuals or nations. The only last-
ing gain is that made by doing the right thing at the
right time, with the right purpose and the right under-
standing. It was never intended that any one group
of people or race or religion should ever rule the world
and enslave others. The multitudes are too immersed
in and bound by authority, dogma, eustom, and above
all, by fear to realize there are Universal Laws operat-
ing on unchanging, unbreakable prineiple. It is true
that the only law man can break is the law he himself
has made; he cannot break Divine Law, but is contin-
ually breaking himself against it.

The African savage sacrifices his enemy and eats a
piece of his heart to gain courage and strength.

For two nights a week, following this contact, I ob-
served a craft circle overhead, and move erratically as
if putting on a display of maneuvers, Another week
passed by and late one night, on awakening, [ turned
over and looking out the window I saw a ship traveling
southward, not too fast. As it disappeared from view,
I fervently wished that I could see it again. A few
seconds later, and much to my surprise, here it came
back into view and hovered a moment or two. It ap-
peared to be about as large as a dinner plate, although
its actual size 1 could not estimate. A mental impres-
sion came through without the usual opening and clos-
ing words, “We are pleased we have some sineere ob-
servers. May see you later.”

And indeed, a week later I was honored by a visit
from the same Brother who came before, and this time

he was accompanied by another Brother, a well-built
man, too, but of taller stature, probably six feet one
inch in height. The iridescent material of their form-
fitting garments, similar in style to our ski-suits, was
unusually soft to the touch, firm but beautifully tex-
tured. The colors were what we refer to as the blue-
violet shades. They were fine looking men, with
smooth, dark sun-tan complexions, and dark hair styled
in longer length than our modern cuts. Their footwear
appeared to be most sturdy though having no openings.

This night their arrival® was preceded by a restless-
ness on my behalf. Considering the darkness outside,
the light filtering through the windows seemed unreal.
1 stepped onto the front porch as if drawn there by a
magnet, and immediately saw them standing nearby.
They accepted my invitation to come in.

Among other things, they spoke of our leaders, our
people, the Creator and of Nature. The tallest one re-
peated the following in a rhythmical flow, and with
profound meaning, every word holding me spellbound,
afterwards explaining that “it has not been given to
anyone on your planet before.

At first glance it may seem like simple nonsense but
if you apply reason and logic combined with a bit of
concentration it will disclose worlds of meaning.

During the interim between this contact and the next
one three weeks later, I saw quite a little activity in
the skies. Also on the thirteenth and the eighteenth
of the month of November there was a fall of so-called
‘angel-hair’ floating through the air and clinging to
the buildings, trees, and electric power-lines. I under-
stand this ‘angel-hair’ is a waste produet expelled from
the Mother Ships or Carriers, and produced by a pro
cess of mass conversion of positive and negative elee-
trons of the magnetic force field of a primary nature at
a time of necessary repair work, when an emergency
unit of propulsion is in operation.

My next physical contact was a startling one. I had
been in contact via the inner-voice with this Brother
and Sister from Jupiter whom I now was privileged to
meet in person. T recognized the pleasing tone of his
voice at once, but I had not anticipated meeling a
woman, especially one with such exquisite beauty as I
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now beheld. She greeted me warmly as I stood there
amazed and dumbfounded. Her voice was perfectly
modulated. “We only stopped by for a few moments.

At last, finding I was not completely speechless, I
ventured to ask her a question which had been bother-
ing me. “There are a lot of different versions of Jesus’
life.

On this
occasion they did not come in, and the only book I had
in my room at this time was The Teztbook of Ancient
Wisdom by M. Doreal, yet she had, as had the Brother
of & previous meeting, the uncanny ability of knowing
without seeing with material eyes.

blue-white streak amongst the stars. And there I stood,
lost to this world, and wishing with all my heart and

soul that 1 was aboard that swiftly receding ship.

Succeeding this meeting I was contacted clairaudi-
ently or by the inner voice, and still later complimented
with a visit in person from the mettlesome and lovely
little Lady of Pluto, the one who had spoken with me
at Giant Rock. She is about five feet three inches tall,
and on this oceasion wore a blouse, jacket and slacks
in contrasting tones of a beautiful, pansy-blue, similar
to royal blue, and & shade of red-wine in a scintillating,
deep intensity. She was most pleased that I recognized
her. It was a pertinent remark she made and the
familiarity of her smooth, mellow voice which revealed
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her identity to me. That day at Giant Rock, in order
to avoid attracting undue attention, she had cleverly
disguised her flawless complexion with make-up and
freckles, as well as controlling to a necessary degree
the vibrant harmonies that radiate from her being.

I had mot previously met the Brother who accom-
panied her, and who presently took a leaf of paper
from my notebook on the table and drew the insignia
that was designed upon his shirt and her blouse in a
golden yellow hue. He asked if I could draw it, and I
made a rough sketch which he said would do. However,
he folded and slipped his copy into his trouser’s pocket.
This insignia was the emblem of the planet Pluto which
is illustrated in this book for your serutiny, along with
the emblem of Jupiter. These cannot be considered
exact duplicates, being more or less drawn from
memory.

This little Lady of Pluto quoted in cadent diction the
following prayer to be given to my mate and her good
friend, M——. However, it was about two weeks later
before it became obvious that it was a quote. “"Mighty
Spirit of Light, that shines through the Cosmos, draw
my flame closer in harmony to Thee, Lift up my fire
from out of the darkness, magnet of fire that is One
with the All'" An active member of our study group
obtained a copy of the Emerald Tablets of Thoth, The
Atlantean, published by the BROTHERHOOD OF
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THE WHITE TEMPLE, INC.* Without having read
it herself, she handed it to me that I might do so.
Before beginning the book I flipped the pages, pausing
to read aloud a passage here and there. In a few
minutes I was repeating familiar words, the prayer
that the Lady of Pluto had spoken.

In continuing I will add as an explanstion that the
iwo Sisters, one a representative of the planet Pluto
and the other of the Planet Jupiter, are what we would
refer to in rank as captains, although they render other
services besides piloting a ship. I questioned the cap-
tain or Lady of Pluto, “Is it true that women are
captains on all the spaceships ™" to which she answered,
“We do not have classification in rank as your people
do. [No captains, no colonels, lieutenants or generals,
etc.] We are all equal; all are respected alike no matter
what services they perform.

not as yet explored it with any certainty. They con-
cluded that we need not be concerned with any colli-
sion; there are far more serious matiers at hand to
consider and cope with!

It is my hypothesis that our astronomers were not
aware of this so-called asteroid moving towards the
Earth's orbit in early 1955, or if they did detect it was
off its usual course, they certainly did not suspect it
was under control.

Scientists miscalculate distances because they do not
understand the different dimensions of space.

All stars do not have planets surrounding them, but

Second-dimensional channels connect every star with
every other star. These channels blend with the eighth
dimension of each as well as interpenetrating the
ninth dimension of space between planets and stars.
To explore the ‘limitations’ of space we must follow the

Though space dimension is but one—extension, this
extension is endless, unlimited and of several dimen-
sions within itself, interpenetrating each other. These
different dimensional planes are not strata or layers
one above the other, but are octaves of vibration, sep-
erated only by those octaves of vibration, yet interpene-
trating each other in every point of space.

use of artificial fluoride, the result of which, it is stated,
is semiparalysis or softening of the brain.

Chapter Eleven

ABOARD THE SHIP

For several weeks I felt the presence of someone
watching me, and sometimes this feeling disturbed me
to no end. I also felt that whoever it could be, they
were prevented or not permitted to contact me.

Then one night as I was turning out the lights I was
drawn to look out the window. The porch light was
burning brightly, flooding the lawn, where stood two
small figures, leaning a little forward as if trying to
peer in the window. Judging their height by a nearby
post, they were not more than four feet three inches
tall. They were garbed in brown suits that seemed to
be in one piece, and wore some sort of brown hat or cap
upon their heads. They reminded me of the legendary
Brownies. From the light shining on their faces they
were not the ugly little monsters so many ‘Flying Sau-
cer’ reports have maintained. I opened the door and
stepped out onto the porch, inquiring, “Can T help you
in any way, my friends?’ Their only response was to
turn and run.

At an ensuing contact with our Brothers and Sisters
I mentioned this experience, and was merely told, “Yes,
we know about it; they are good people.”



It was on this visit that the Brother of Jupiter was
wearing a smartly tailored American suit of a beige
shade. It was evident he was not accustomed to it and
was quite uncomfortable. I asked him, “You are not
used to it?" and he admitted, “No, it does not feel well.”
The two Sisters were wearing skirts and blouses, one
dressed in bright pink and salmon-pink shades, the
other, yvellow-green and blue-green shades, both with
matching pumps, the color values blending beautifully.

The three of them indulged a few moments in jesi-
ing, bubbling over with zest, apparently entertaining
me as I listened amusedly. I was impressed that they
wished me to know that they are not always a serious
people, but indulge in playful raillery and infectious
mirth much as we of Earth do.

Let us go back for a moment to my early mental
telepathy contacts. 1 was given the following informa-
tion: *““There are some who believe that by trying to
raise their vibrations, as a group, to a given pitch, we
would eome in for a contact. Your people must under-
stand it will do little good to send through vibrations
to bring us.

We entered what could
be called a small entrance room, and proceeded through
an arched doorway into a rose-lit room neatly furn-
ished with furniture the shape of which is similar to
ours, but the material and finish is unlike anything I
am familiar with. I could not determine the exact
colors due to the rosy light, the source of which was
not evident, though the room was evenly lighted. I was
permitted to remain but a few minutes, and it was with
the greatest reluctance that I departed.

One night several weeks later I felt the urge to look
out the window. On raising up on one elbow I saw
what I thought to be three stars grouped very closely
together. I was wondering how they could appear so
close, when they moved, first one, then the other two.
Their eolor changed to yvellow-orange. The three moved
to a position below the moon where they circled what
appeared like a blue-white star. All hung motionless
for four or five minutes, then sped away, quickly disap-
pearing. About fifteen minutes later I was contacted
via the inner-voice by a Brother who had contacted me
some months previously. The vibrations were unusually
powerful as they had been before, every word filled
with compassion and love and understanding. How-
ever, this time I was able to withstand his high thought
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frequency much better, although I was so overwhelmed
the other time that when he left me with his blessings,
I beseeched him to come back. I am not ashamed to
admit that at that moment [ would have given my life
to go with him. The nature of these two messages
would be non-consequential to my readers. I have also
learned there are some things I must retain in the con-
fidence of my memory.

About five weeks more elapsed, and then our Brother
of Jupiter came and invited me to accompany him.
I was astounded at the sight of the softly glowing,
immense, hovering craft we approached which must
have been all of four hundred feet in diameter.
Tt loomed before us, a fabulous, gigantic disk with a
beveled dome, its magnitude greater than mere words.
Either instruments within the ship registered our ap-
proach, or else a telepathic message announced us, for
when within a dozen steps from it, it tilted so that we
took about a twelve inch step up onto the flange.
Before leaving, the Captain or Lady of Jupiter in-
formed me, “This large type cruiser [ship] is not up-
to-date as others the people of Jupiter have, but it
travels interplanetary and even to other solar systems.”

As on the smaller ship, we stepped first into an
entry room illuminated with a soft light. From here we
entered a room wherein the Lady of Jupiter awaited
us, seated behind a desk. A lambent, lavender-tinged
light filled the room, blending the colors of everything
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into the same soft, diffused hue, but of lighter and
darker shades. Oddly, and also as in the amaller craft,
no object cast a shadow, and there was no evidence of
the source of light. The walls and ceilings of all rooms
had no square corners, but were beveled, and of some
shiny, translucent, metal-like material. The floor
coverings though firm under the feet, were yet pliable
like sponge-rubber. The furniture was designed with-
out square corners or sharp angles. The stand and
desk tops of transparent glass-like material, were
bereft of any object.

The Lady of Jupiter arose, graciously greeted me,
and invited, “We will go to the control room where we
will not be disturbed,” and added as we proceeded,
“The weather is very strange because of your goveru-
ment’'s experiments. It will be difficult for your people
to understand the varying conditions of the weather.”

I had taken but a few steps when I noticed a slight,
though peculiar feeling in my solar plexus. I gave it
little thought at the moment being concerned as to
whether I should take a ride at this time or not, should
I be invited to go aloft. She perceived my thoughtas at
once and startled me by disclosing, “It will have to be
all right; you are already up two-hundred and seventy
thousand feet!"

1 was now entering the control room and upon being
so informed I stopped, transfixed, a queer sensation
hitting me in the pit of my stomach at the thought of
being such a height off the ground aboard an alien
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ship. She sensed my moment of suspense and to dispel
it, she calmly reassured me, “You will be all right.”
I was aware of a slight pressure over my entire body.
It lasted but momentarily.

As I turned, amazement was added to shock as I
saw that the door I just came through had silently
closed, and there remained no sign of a doorway what-
ever—npnothing but the solid wall As to how the door
operated I had not had the presence of mind to notice.

This control room in which I now stood was estima-
tedly twenty feet by twenty, more or less, and was so
arranged as to also serve for the private quarters of the
one in charge of the ship. A diffused, misty light per-
vaded the room. The Lady of Jupiter crossed the room
to the far wall where she took a moment to manipulate
some controls on the instrument board or control desk,
which congsisted of rows of button-like levers or
switches, some lit up with light. Above the instrument
board was a control panel, glowing with a soft light.
It appeared to me like a plate-glass window about eight
feet long and six feet wide, encasing a series of charts
and graphs that operated according to a color-graph
system. Never before had I ever seen or heard of
anything like it. Lights of different color intensities
came and went. These graphs and their flashing color
intensities registered and indicated altitude, direetion,
rate of speed, atmospheric conditions, approaching
objects, even to radio and all types of mesaages trans-
mitted on Earth.
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Referring again to the instrument-board, I would say
it was possibly ten feet long. In front of this instru-
ment-board, and extended on adjustable arms from
below the ‘board’ itself were three swivel, bucket-like
seats with backs that would reach to just below a
person’s shoulder blades for comfortable back support.
Situated at the left end of the ‘board’, in a tilted
position, was a round lens about two feet in diameter.
This viewer-lens or observation reflector, was so locat-
ed that anyone sitting in the bucket-seats could swing
them into position so as to clearly observe any projee-
tions shown, without getting up from his seat.

At the end of the instrument-board near the viewer-
lens was what looked to me to be a round drum-like
table, which was so designed that the top reminded me
of a wagon wheel or an astrological wheel, the purpose
of which was not pointed out to me at this time. How-
ever at a later meeting I inquired about it, apd my
Brother of Jupiter began to elucidate, using words
with which I was entirely unfamiliar. Suddenly he
hesitated, realizing I did not comprehend such scienti-
fic terms. A smile crossed his handsome face, and the
Lady of Jupiter interceded, “Kelvin would like to
understand it”, and continued the topic herself,
explaining simply that this particular instrument was
employed in locating the position of the craft as they
traveled through space, whether they were traveling
between planets, systems or galaxies, or within the
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atmosphere of a planet. At all times this instrument is
automatically operating, chart-like disks engaged and
disengaged beneath the circular erystal-like top, that
map the area of the heavens through which the craft
is navigating so that their whereabouts in space, en-
route, and destination is instantly determined. Also by
pressing lever-like buttons, charts can be inserted of
far-off regions of space to which they may be intend-
ing to travel. My Brother added that it was not
difficult to understand, and that sometime I might be
given the opportunity to watch it in operation.

Near the undetectable door through which I had
entered the room, was a small stand with erystal-like
top. On the wall above and just beyond this stand was
a raised, life-like picture, portrayed in natural eolors,
of a radiant and beautifully transcendental counten-
ance. It seemed so animated with life that I stood
epellbound, gazing upon it. It was so like a blend of
both, I could not decide whether it was a portrait of
4 man or woman, nor did it show any age, but was like
a reproduction of eternal youth, immortal life, a super-
being these Brothers and Sisters highly respected and
divinely honored, who meant more to them than
anything in their lives. Deeper and deeper whirled
my thoughts, until all at once I became aware that in
my absorption, I was being impolite to my hostess,
and turned in embarrassment to find a strange look of
surprise on her comely face, though she did not utter
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a word. I had beheld their symbol of the Supreme
Diety, the source of all things, whom they glorify in
every thought and deed.

Upon the wall to the left of the door I had entered
was what I shall describe as symbols which reminded
me somewhat of Sanskrit writing. These strange
symbols extended up and down the wall to within
possibly a foot from the floor and the ceiling. Near the
center of this portion of the wall was a raised life-size
picture of a pair of hands, including a part of the
forearms. The hands were not clasped in a handshaks
or grip, but placed lightly palm to palm.

One portion of the right wall, viewing the room
from the door through which I had entered, was a
section of panels extending perhaps as high up as
eight feet that appeared to me to be cabinet doors. The
other portion of the wall was so divided as to look like
drawers instead of doors, though neither section was
fitted with door kmobs or drawer pulis. I can only
surmise what lay behind them.

The room, permeated with harmony, was comfort-
ably, elegantly, and uniquely furnished though not
lavishly. I doubt there is anything on Earth that
would compare with it. The Lady of Jupiter directed
me to follow her, and three of us entered a hallway
through a door beneath the mural of the hands. After
moving forward several feet we turned into a room in
which the light was quite dim, and I could not see

clearly all that I might have otherwise. There was
another Brother present and standing over in the
corner by some instruments, but I was not introduced,
nor could I see him plainly as in normal light.

I was informed that this large room was where they
came for observational purposes. Here a large section
of the floor was occupied by a circular, clear magnify-
ing lens around which were several seats. This huge
lens drew into plain view scenes below on the Earth or
in the atmosphere, which could be projected on a
screen on the wall where everything is clear and
accurately defined as to detail. The oval-shaped screen
appeared to have a depth of six inches and was possibly
ten feet long and nearly that high.

I was permitted to look into the huge reflector lens,
and to view some of space as it was projected onto the
screen. Being in the dark of night with fog below 1
counld only discern the curved outline of the Earth
beneath a hazy glow. However, I beheld myriads of
dust particles in movement out there in space, reflect-
ing light. Many of these minute points of light changed
hues. There were also larger, glowing objects, and
some that were dark without illumination. I was given
no explanation of what I beheld, other than at some
later date I might have the opportunity to see more
and have it explained to me. It was not the purpose of
this visit aboard to unfold the operation or function of
anything I saw.
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We returned to the control room and before I knew it
we had descended, and were ‘hovering’ that I might
alight. I had felt no sensation of the descent or of
coming to a stop. With a heavy heart and a great sad-
ness engulfing me, they bade me farewell until next
time. I was back on ‘terra firma’ physically, but a part
of me sailed out into the great bevond with my dear
friends aboard the space-craft.

On a future trip into outerspace and at thousands of
miles altitude, over 200,000 miles distant, I was invited
to view the Earth, which appeared to be about ten feet
in diameter, through an optical device which reminds
one of an oscilloscope with a graph placed across the
screen. Our planet was prefixed in one of the graph
sections and showed up much as a pip does, but larger
in circumference. From this distance ome could not
detect any sign of life whatever upon our globe. It
hung out there in the midnight-blue blackness of space
like a huge yellowish white orb, and emanating a dull,
hazy glow. However, at a much greater distance out in
space our globe appeared smaller, about four feet in
diameter through the optical lens, shedding a sick
saffron light against the dark background of space,
whereas it should be glowing with brilliant splendor.
Viewing it in closer, the unbalance on its axis was
scarcely noticeable on the graph, but here at the greater
distance away our planet seemed to have taken on a
definite additional movement, an angular fluctuating
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wobble. At no time did I discern the movement we
refer to as rotation, only this plainly perceptible
staggering like a drunkard. I was quite immersed in,
and awed at the sight, and suddenly realizing that this
was my world, my home, unstable and wobbling in an
alarming manner, I was not in the least bit anxious to
return to it

This then, would in general, portend the significance
of our Brother's remark pertaining {0 more serious
matters to contend with than any possibility of a
collision with a so-called asteroid. Balance is a funda-
mental law of the universe, without which worlds
leave their courses and all can become confusion.
Mankind is governed by the same law of balance; he is
the key, the channel, through which a planet maintains
balance. This unbalanced condition of our planet is
something every man should strive to eliminate. To
help establish the balance of Earth on its axis and in
its orbit, every human being must endeavor to balance
the polarities of his own nature, and raise the siate of
his consciousness. He must use the knowledge attained
in the finite plane as a stepping stone to the point of
balance. He will find that deep within the consciousness
lies his balance wheel which, if allowed to do so, will
work with the finest precision. He must try to remove
the low frequency of his thought vibration by replae-
ing desire for power, dominance and destruction with
one for order, co-operation and construction, by re-
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moving the negative from his life that he now displays
in every action. If you could behold your world va-
cillating on its axis as it is, you would understand
better the urgent need for action, for turning within
and striving to live the Christ-life, to live in harmony
with God's law, with that great and harmonious power
that lies behind all. “The work of the world is done
by few; God asks that a part be done by you.”

cyclic time schedule as appointed by Nature. Long ago
man grew away from nature, and we continually and
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unwittingly attempt to turn the elements against us.
The balance of a planet, and the planetary vibration
whether positive or negative, are dependent upon the
dwellers of a planet. In this instance, our Brothers
have had to harmonize their purpose with the work-
ings of nature in order to prevent a premature occur-
rence that could disrupt the entire solar system. It is
highly probable that our already off-balanced condition
of Earth could be accelerated by too much radiation
released from our bomb-explosions, entirely destroying
the Earth's balance in this system, and in turn making
space travel dangerous for a long time.

It was the month of December, 1955, when next my
Brother and Sister from Jupiter dropped in to see me.
I had been planning for my vacation a few weeks away,
during which time I intended to travel to Denver, Colo-
rado, meeting my good friend John, flying in from
New Jersey, then on to the BROTHERHOOD OF
THE WHITE TEMPLE in Sedalia to meet one of the
most eminent personages on this Earth I've ever had
the good fortune to become acquainted with, and whose
identity will become more widely known as this old
world reels on into the Time of Trouble. It was not
accidental, nor for personal fortune or fame that he
quietly established headquarters high in a region of
the Rocky Mountain Range. He is working under
instruction all the time, not from some unseen guide
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or spirit, but by direction of the Great Teachers of the
Great White Lodge.* He is indifferent to praise, and
desires no personal following. Every word he speaks
is spoken from experience and kmowledge, and not just
something he believes. He demands only loyalty to the
Eternal and Divine Consciousness of God!

By my watch it was nine-fifteen p.m. when a flood
of soft light descended through the night sky on a
wave, then dropped vertically and dimmed out in the
vicinity through which I was driving my pick-up
truck. I immediately recognized this to be a space-
craft, and brought the car to a stop off the road. I
walked out across the stubble of a field toward a faintly
luminous object just visible in the darkness. As I drew
near I saw the figure of someone outlined in the dim
glow of an open door, and was next aware of someone
standing by the craft. A mellow, masculine voice from
out of the night greeted me. “How are you, my

ing, while vibrant harmonies of joy coursed through
my being. I assured him that I was fine, and we then
entered the craft and the presence of the Lady of
Jupiter. They imparted to me that they were very
busy and could stop but shortly. Without my having
mentioned it to them they disclosed they knew of my
vacation plans. Noting I was somewhat doubtful re-
garding my time off from employment, they assured
me there was no need to worry; that all would be well.
And indeed they were right.

As I returned to the pick-up I paused to watch the
craft mount into the night sky and streak across the
canopy of the heavens to vanish in the beyond. It was
a small ship they came in, probably sixty feet in diam-
eter. They were both altired in neat fitting ski-type
suits.

The visit following this one was from the Lady of
Pluto, who brought with her two Brothers and a Sister
whom I had not met in any former contact. and whom
sne said I would meet again. They did not indicate
what planet they were from. After discussing the
necessity of the people of Earth increasing their vi-
brations to conform in harmony with the vibration of
the Earth's orbit, they took their departure, leaving
me deeply moved as usual. They came and went in a
late model automobile.
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Chapter Twelve

FEW ARE CHOSEN

SMany of you have interrogated, “Why don't ‘they’
contact me? Why do they contact him?™ One point is
significant; our Brothers have contacted people in all
walks of life. Position, profession, education, wealth,
beauty or homeliness, are not requisites considered in
determining whether you area likely candidate for con-
tact or not. If you are more desirous of being of
service, of helping suffering humanity into a condition
of greater life than you are of worldly fame or gain,
that would be one qualification in your favor. Often
& person of little education consumed with the desire
for service has a better chance than one of highly
evolved intellect who is selfish in his purpose. Too
often the academic mind is encumbered by the fetters
of education, being a closed channel, not open to the
Wisdom of the Divine.

There are certain individuals who are acting as
agents for our Brothers, and may well be performing
this duty because of some cause set up before entering
their present incarnation. The reason a person is con-
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tacted goes much deeper than one would ordinarily
suspect—to the inner man, to the nature of the Real
You. If man knew himself, he would know why he is
or is not contacted. As is often said, “all that glitters
is not gold."” The gold tinsel of superficiality is often
only & thin veneer covering the darkness of ignorance
wherein lies no recognition of the Spiritual Self. One
important aim on behalf of the Brothers is to determine
whether any designated agent has the courage and
profound desire or not, to bring the message of Truth
to the people, for too frequently a person will fail
because of an inflated ego, or because of criticism and
the fear of what others may think or do to him. We
are a people impregnated with fear, even afraid of be-
lieving in anything at all. However, when one has the
Truth and knows it, when he has that conviction, he
is not concerned with antagonistic opinions of others
or judgment and condemnation passed upon him by
skeptics and non-believers. No one’s opinions or ridi-
cule ever has or ever will change that which is—
Truth, for Truth is Infinite,

‘Many are called but few are chosen’ because they
falter by the wayside and are weak. One must be
strong and willing; you can't be half-hearted. It must
be understood that God has no preference whatever;
He is no respecter of persons for the sun shines alike
on all. By their works ye shall know them’ for each
individual has the free and god-given right to choose,
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and can therefore only be said to be a ‘chosen one’
because he makes his own choice; he determines his
own destiny as he so wills to do good or evil.

God does not send tests to mortals but mortal man
tests himself by his own giving in to weakness, by
his lack of strength, effort and perseverance. He
looks out instead of within. He has not learned to
meditate upon himself. When he meditates, he medi-
tates on his pains, worries and {roubles, and he
immerses himself in them and makes them stronger
and more binding. Man is a god but a god bound
within the world of Illusion. His body, his mind
partakes of this world, yet man has within himself
the power to iranscend this material earth in which
he dwells if he will only learn to know himself.

As long as man is separated from his Spiritual
existence, that long he comes under the material law
of disorder and inharmony, that long he is bound by
conditions and experiences of his environment and
life. As long as man is separate from wisdom he is
separate from Reality and as long as he is separate
from Reality he cannot know himself or God. And
when man reaches the state of Universal Conscious-
ness or at-one-ment with God, there are no divisions,
no attributes nor qualities, nothing but AWARE-
NESS.

I gay unto you that within man's own nature lies
the key that will release him from bondage, that
within man's own nature lies the lock and bar that
will fetter him from freedom. Each man, within
himself, must use the key. No one may do it for
vou:; only you may do it for yourself.

The time has come when man in this outer, ma-
terial world must realize that the time is at hand
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when all the things of chaos and negation are to be
broken up, when they are to be reshaped on the
potter's wheel and come forth as a perfect veasel
and all those who are not so shaped will become the
fragments when the vessel is found imperfect.

Other folks query, “What about our government?”
Official recognition from the governments of the world
and its religious leaders could present the truth of
interplanetary visitors coming here in friendship.
But as of now the government is reluctant to concede
much of any data relative to the presence of inter-
planetary craft and beings from other planets. It is
not so much the governments, but the power behind
them that enforces suppression. It is apprehended that
once the ‘lid is off' —the truth exposed and people
realize the truth of a Greater Way of Life, the present
statute of laws could become null and void, meaning-
less and immaterial to a people who comprehend a
righteous freedom that permits of a constructive,
positive way of life instead of a destructive, negative
one. Remember, nature is free, and man is born in a
free state, but he places himself in bondage from birth
nenceforth by customs, fear, tradition, creeds, reli-
gious tenets and legislative laws, dwelling in the dark-
ness of illusion, arguing and reasoning from appear-
ances. The ‘lid off would mean total reconversion,
scientifically, politically, religiously, morally, philo-
sophically and economically in every department of
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national and international life. It would mean a new
dispensation, which our established government is not
at this time inclined to tolerate. A drastic change is
nevertheless due this world of ours for it is to become
a place of tranquil peace and concord, of what is real
and godly where all men will live together in true
brotherhood,* having cast aside the bondage of life to
the world of Tllusion, and knowing all things as they
are in their true and ultimate Reality.

Even nmow our government could be of extensive
recourse to its people in the way of better enlighten-
ment and greater understanding of what actually is.
They could throw new light on religions and churches
and bibles. It is said there is opposition to the church,
and there is a campaign to crush that opposition, to
frighten the average man from expressing doubts
about the many religious divisions, about church,
about God, and about the corporation control of the
one-party press. That there are more than 66% of
the people of the United States who do not belong to
any church or affiliated religious group, and a muzzled
press and radio make it virtually impossible for these
people to obtain the truth about organized religion,

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which could not survive in its present form were the
truth known. The many labels of religion could be
removed and superseded by one standard religion
based in its entirety on the teachings taught by Jesus
the Christ to his disciples—a teaching as old as an-
tiquity yet in so many ways new to present day man,
for he has long been forbidden certain knowledge
which he was not yet ready to receive.

The government has in its possession an ancient
book or manuscript about which newspapers carried
a brief article in the spring of nineteen fifty-five. It
was placed in the Congressional Museum for research
and study. From it our knowledge of the philosophical
and historical foundations of religion could be greatly
enriched, and could, with certain other scrolls, have a
direct effect on current religious beliefs that would
result in a clearer and greater cognizance by the lay-
man of man and his religions.

A revision of school textbooks is greatly needed.
Men of science are learning many things they never
kmew before; they have attained much knowledge
which is contrary to old theories propagated and
taught by our school systems, but all boards of educa-
tion in practically all instances refuse to allow any-
thing to be taught that is not printed in the school
textbooks. It is imperative that these books be dis-
carded as they are a detriment to our children’s edu-
cation, and serve only to retard the growth both in
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children and adults, of a better understanding of what
actually is, thus slowing the progress of the race. Our
public schools are failing to awaken intellectual in-
terest in their students or promote a desire and in-
centive for greater learning. Our present educational
systems are allowing much talent to go largely to
wasle.

We have spent ten million years in evolutionary
progress to rise to the position where we now stand,
yet with all we know that past generations did not know,
with all we can do that past generations could not do,
we are only now on the threshold of still a greater life
in which we will be literally a different type of race—
a superior race. But first the cobwebs of ignorance
and superstition must be lifted from the eyes of all
people on Earth, and replaced with truth, reason and
freedom—freedom from enslavement to negatiom, to
greed, fear, lust, hypocrisy, bigotry, war and destrue-
tion. Many preconceived ideas and subversive organi-
zations must be broken down and exposed. We must
not allow ourselves to be hampered further by any
question of precedents or traditions but rather free
ourselves from the outworn traditions and habits of
thought, and establish a new method, a new approach
to life. True liberty can only come from the under-

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There will be those of my readers who will ask,
“What are the names of these people from other
planets?” During my early mental telepathy contacts
I, too, questioned, “Could you please give me your
name so I may identify you?' This was the reply,
“The names would be many; they are not necessary.
Names as your people of Earth use them, are mean-
ingless and but persomality. You will know when a
change in contact is made; you will feel the difference,
and identify us individually by that feeling [com-
scious consciousness], If names and identification
are given, be very careful for many are false! We do
not identify the planets by the appellations your peo-
ple have applied to them; we know them by orbits. All
planets are working together as One with the
Creator.”

Our perspicacious Brothers and sisters always at
all times utilize the greatest of decorum, suitable to
time, place, occasion and action. They're able to meet
anyone on any level, and do not seem ‘queer’ for they
always adjust themselves to the level of consciousness
of the one to whom they are speaking, their speech
befitting the character and education of the person of
Earth they converse with, no matter his intellectual
level or the subject discussed with him. It is true that
they know you far better than you know yourself.

No one of them remains on our planet perman-
ently, but only until a mission is fulfilled, sometimes
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a matter of a few years, and during that time they
visit their homes. They care nothing for material
glorification or self-aggrandizement, desiring only to
use their wisdom to aid mankind and serve the Cre-
ator; to help those who have no desire for phenomena
or selfish desire for power over their fellow man; to
help those who unselfishly wish to become more per-
fect channels for the Christ Consciousness to manifest
through.

If an Earth man were transported to a neighboring
planet for a visit, in some instances he would need to
be acclimatized before reaching his destination as
there is some difference between the atmosphere of
Earth and that of other planets, though not great.
This acclimatization could be accomplished enroute
aboard ship, and he would then feel no perceptible
difference in the atmosphere upon his arrival. In most
cases a nstive of Earth would be unable to withstand
the high spiritual vibration of the people there or the
high planetary frequency but for a matter of hours,
according to the vibrations of the finite plane on which
he functions.

Symbolism of the Great Seal of the U, S.
and
The Great American Eagle

There is found in symbolism a universal langunage
translatable by any individual of any race if he has a
requisite knowledge of Universal Law. If one desires
to know the realities of God and of man, he should
learn to read the sign language of symbols, of both
human and divine creation. Symbolism has been uti-
lized throughout the ages for the purpose of concealing
the secret Ancient Wisdom from the unworthy. Being
the most fundamental language of hidden truths,
gymbolism was introduced into our national life. The
destiny of America is indicated by symbols which are
circulating in the hands of the American people
throughout the device of money displayed in the actions
of everyday life. We unsuspectingly pass this legal
tender from hand to hand without a second thought,
and without considering for an instant the truths
embedded in the symboliam.

The most important of these symbols is the Great
Seal of the United States. The design for the obverse
side as well as the reverse side of the seal appears on
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the back of our Dollar bills. It was not until 1935
that the reverse side was cast into a die and used. We
are quite familiar with the emblematic figures of the
eagle and the olive branch, the stars and the motto used
on our silver dollars since the beginning. As America
holds the future of the world in her hands, the sym-
bolism of the Greal Seal and the American Eagle are
of interest to every citizen of the United States.
Symbols being keys to doorways leading to truths,
this book would be incomplete without excerpts from
The Symbolism of the Great Seal of the U. 8. and The
Great American Eagle by M. Doreal. “This informa-
tion will be especially interesting to those who have
wondered about the outcome of the present world
conditions and the future of the American people.”

There is much evidence that the founders of our
nation were inspired by their vision of a Golden Age
in which infinite justice would rule, and from this
vision formed a governmental plan to serve as a
foundation upon which a higher civilization could _
materialize. The vision which the founders of the
nation saw has been aptly recorded in the symbols
of the Seal. The time is now propitious for the
American people to see again the vision which played
such an important part in the formation of our
government. Therefore, in due humilily, we present
this vigion as it may be read in the symbol of the
Great Seal of the United States.

Soon after the war, Benjamin Franklin, John
Adams and Thomas Jefferson were appointed as a
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commitiee to prepare a Great Seal for the new re-
public and they employed a French West Indian,
De Simitiere, to furnish the design and also sketch
any designs suggested by the committee. A number
of proposed designs were suggested, but for some

e obverse side consists of an escutcheon with!
thirteen stripes, red, white and blue, spangled with
thirteen stars placed on the breast of an American
eagle without support to denote self-reliance. Om

On the reverse side is a pyramid unfinished; in
the zenith an eye in a triangle, surrounded with a
glory, over the eye the words, “Annuit Coeptis (God
has favored the undertaking). On the base of the
pyramid the Roman letters MDCCLXXVI (1776)
and underneath, the motto, “Novus Ordo Seclorum”
(A new order of the ages.)

The American eagle is a bird peculiar to this
continent and therefore showed what country the
seal was speaking of. The eagle, with its wings
spread, is the messenger between Earth and
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and we have 1945, the year when this nation

THE GREAT AMERICAN EAGLE was chosen
to represent the formation of our democratic life.
In the Ancient legends the eagle is the material
representiative of the spiritual bird, the Phoenix,
the symbol of Immortal Life. In the Great Seal of
the United States of America we find the eagle
representing this life, as the carrier of the banners
of Peace, Power, Unity and Liberty into the Age
of Universal Happiness.

The spreading wings of the eagle represent the
life of the American Spirit.
